AAUW Takes Action on Equal Pay Day: April 22, 2008
AAUW branches and state affiliates nationwide and AAUW public policy staff engaged in a variety of advocacy activities to educate the public about pay equity. See highlights of these events, including press coverage, from around the country.
Press Conference for Pay Equity
As a coalition member of the National Committee on Pay Equity, AAUW co-hosted a press conference on April 23 recognizing Lilly Ledbetter for her advocacy efforts on behalf of pay equity. Unfortunately, the Senate failed to pass the Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay Act (H.R. 2831), which would have corrected the Supreme Court's wrongheaded decision in Ledbetter v. Goodyear Tire & Rubber Company. Stay tuned for more information on AAUW’s plans to continue to fight for passage of this bill.
