Fellowships, Grants, and Awards—Program Changes

The Educational Foundation Board of Directors recently approved several changes to ensure that the AAUW Fellowship and Grants program continues to support our mission, vision, and Value Promise.

1) Application, review, and selection process: AAUW is instituting an online application, review, rating, and panel selection process, maximizing technology to increase visibility, efficiency, convenience, and cost savings.

2) International Fellowships: To ensure that fellows in the master’s degree programs return to their home countries with full academic credentials, AAUW will award up to 6 renewable International Fellowships annually.

3) American Fellowships: All dissertation fellowships will now be managed within the American Fellowships (AF) program. The only necessary change was a shift of the engineering fellowships to AF from Selected Professions, which also should increase visibility for these STEM fellowships.

4) STEM encouragement: With recognition of the underrepresentation of women in STEM, a larger proportion of American Fellowships will be awarded for STEM studies in order to increase the incentives for women to pursue these underrepresented fields.  

5) 2009–10 awards: The Eleanor Roosevelt Fund Award remains as the national level EF award; the Recognition Award for Emerging Scholars, the Founders Distinguished Senior Scholar Awards, and the AAUW Achievement Award have been discontinued in order to redirect resources to programs that more directly benefit AAUW members.  

Public Policy Celebrates AAUW’s New Report

AAUW hosted a briefing on Capitol Hill to discuss the findings of AAUW’s new report, Where the Girls Are: The Facts About Gender Equity in Education. The AAUW Capitol Hill Lobby Corps delivered copies of the report and AAUW’s policy recommendations that stemmed from the report to Hill offices. AAUW member leaders are encouraged to use the Programming Guide, which includes practical ideas and tips for branch programming, community outreach, and informing the public debate, and also to urge their members of Congress to include two key recommendations related to the report in the reauthorization of the No Child Left Behind Act. 

AAUW Marks One-Year Anniversary of Ledbetter Decision

Thursday, May 29, marked the one-year anniversary of the U.S. Supreme Court's misstep in Ledbetter v. Goodyear, which severely limited the ability of victims of pay discrimination to seek vindication. The narrow legislative fix contained in the Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay Act (H.R. 2831) would return the legal standard to what it was prior to the decision. Please contact your senators again and urge them to pass this critical legislation. On Tuesday, June 10, AAUW marked the 45th anniversary of the signing of the Equal Pay Act by urging lawmakers to pass the Paycheck Fairness Act (H.R. 1338), which would strengthen the act signed into law by President Kennedy on June 10, 1963. Please ask your representative to support this legislation and help move this bill forward.

Global Summit of Women

AAUW Executive Director Linda Hallman recently traveled to Hanoi, Vietnam, to participate in the 2008 Global Summit of Women. She participated on a panel of distinguished leaders and discussed AAUW’s groundbreaking pay equity research. The Global Summit of Women celebrates women’s leadership worldwide by bringing together business, professional, and governmental women leaders from around the world.
