Videos that Promote Discussion

CRASH (Available at video rental stores)
Vivid portrayal of man’s inhumanity to man; classic example of bigotry, racism, cultural indifference (120 minutes)

The Color of Fear (Stir Fry Productions, 1-800-370-STIR)
A video about the pain and anguish of racism in the lives of eight north American men of Asian, European, Latino and African American descent. Out of their confrontations and struggles to understand and trust each other merges an emotional and insightful portrayal into the type of dialogue most of us fear, but hope will happen in our lifetime (90 minutes)

The Way Home (World Trust, 1-510-595-3322)
Over the course of 8 months, 64 women come together to share their experiences of oppression through the lens of race.  Separated into eight ethnic councils, the women explore their stories of identity, oppression and resistance (60 minutes)
Getting Along (Cross Cultural Communications, 4585 48th Street. San Diego, CA 92115)
Downsizing, change, diversity, international business, changing neighborhoods, re-engineering—all of these create unique challenges that cause us to close our hearts. This video is a reminder that we can get along with those very different from ourselves (5 minutes)
True Colors (Coronet/MTI Film and Video, 1-800-777-2400)
Making good on the promise made in the 60’s, that men would no longer be judged on their skin color, two college educated men, one white, one black, test the level of prejudice based on skin color (20 minutes)
The Shadow of Hate (Southern Poverty Law Center, 400 Washington Avenue, Montgomery, AL)
Examines the intolerance in America from colonial times to the present. Free documentary video, text “Them and Us”, and presenters guide (40 minutes)
