MARKETING – Susan Nenstiel

Susan handed out the new membership brochure.  Each branch will get a copy.

The Tool Kit was also presented and each branch will get a copy.  It is in a three-ring binder so that it can be added to as needed.  Chriss Schultz made the suggestion that subsequent updates be dated so as to make an historical record of additions.

Nineteen branches participated this year in the Gateway to Equity Award project.

(An attempt to form a State Theme Team will be made by calling for individual members to sign up for a state created listserv that provides information and input on the theme, Education as the Gateway to Economic Security.)

Anita has had positive responses to Leader on Loan for this year.

Anita will again contact branches with clear directions for implementing program planning, suggestions for establishing a program committee, LAF programs, EF programs, public policy, equity, economic security, and One-Shared World.  This contact will be made in May so that branches can use the information in program planning for the coming year.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Dot McLane

The 21st Century Application for the State has been submitted.

Strategic Plan Strategies for the year have been met.
